Certification Instructions
The following reflect new federal requirements for recipients of OHC grant awards. The requirement of compliance with nondiscrimination statutes has applied to all OHC grantees for some years. The requirements with respect to Adebarment and suspension@ are new.

Both requirements are now combined in the ACertifications@ below. The Authorizing Official for the primary sponsoring organization certifies compliance with these requirements by signing and submitting the Certification Signature Sheet (page 4).

The new Adebarment and suspension@ provisions are an extension of a long-standing procedure whereby federal agencies have excluded some individuals and organizations from their funding programs because of such things as violations of various labor standards, conviction of or civil judgment for fraud, embezzlement, theft, violation of antitrust laws, or other practices demonstrating a lack of business integrity, willful failure to perform in accordance with the terms of a government contract, or other serious cause.

A single set of regulations has been adopted by all federal agencies, which basically establishes that an organization which has been Adebarred@ or Asuspended@ (two procedures which result in exclusion from federal funding) by one federal agency may not receive federal funds either directly from any other federal agency or indirectly through organizations such as the Oklahoma Humanities Council, Inc. which use federal funds in their granting activities. The new provisions require that applicants to the OHC provide certification of eligibility to receive federal funds.

Certifications
1. Certification Regarding the Nondiscrimination Statutes: The applicant certifies that it will comply with the following nondiscrimination statutes and the implementing regulations:

(a) Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (42 U.S.C. 2000d et seq.), which provides that no person in the United States shall, on the grounds of race, color, or national origin, be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be otherwise subjected to discrimination under any program or activity for which the applicant received federal assistance;

(e)   The Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (“ADA”) (42 U.S.C. 12101-12213) prohibits discrimination

        on the basis of disability in employment (Title I), state and local government services (Title II), places of 

        public accommodation and commercial facilities (Title III).
